Right to express one's opinions or
views without censorship, restraint,
or legal penalty
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The interlocking freedoms to hold
and express opinions and to seek,
receive and impart information and
ideas through any media and
regardless of frontiers.
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To limit free expression strikes twice
at intellectual freedom, for whoever
deprives another of the right to state
unpopular views necessarily also
deprives others of the right to listen
to those views and make up their
own minds.
